Location 
Salisbury is a historic Cathedral City in Central Southern England with a 
resident population of 41,800 approx. and the County’s population is 
510,300 (Source: 2021 Census). The City and its magnificent Cathedral 
together with the World Heritage site at Stonehenge, are major 
tourist attractions for the region. Salisbury has a main-line railway 
station with frequent service to London Waterloo. 
 
The premises occupy a prime trading position fronting the pedestrian 
section of High Street opposite the entrance to The Old George Mall 
Shopping Centre, with other nearby occupiers including Poundland, 
Fone Revive, The Cornish Bakery, Halifax, Hotter Shoes, New Look, 
Boston Tea Party and Waterstones.  
 

Description 
The premises comprise a ground floor retail unit with a full width 
glazed display frontage and open plan sales area, with ground floor 
ancillary kitchen and storage, together with additional ancillary staff 
storage space at first floor level. The sales area can be extended 
further by removing the ground floor kitchen/ancillary space.
